3. Public transit increases the risk. Drive if you can. If you must fly,
take precautions, double mask, wash hands often.

4. These guidelines do vary from CDC guidelines around travel for
those who are vaccinated. We think ours make more sense. And
keep in mind your employer may have specific guidelines as well.
